Many people stand in awe of ‘classification’, believing it to be a skill completely beyond
their capabilities . The truth is that every one of us is involved in the process of classification
as part of our day to day lives and often it is a subconscious activity .

The process begins when we are toddlers acquiring a vocabulary. Try to imagine yourself
asaz2l/2
-year-old, out walking in the park with your mum, when across your path pads a little
animal. You note that it is furry, and has four legs and tail. Your mother unforms you , "It's
dog". Some days later, you are again out with Mum but this time at the local shopping



precinct. Right across your path strides a little furry animal with four legs and a tail. You
proudly say 'Dog’, but Mother says,'No dear!That's a cat .'At that point your brain has to
wrestle with a problem. 'What is it that distinguishes the cat from the dog?'

Children very quickly learn to differentiate and categorize so that they can correctly name
what they see. The noting of similarities and differences becomes almost automatic so that
there is instaneous recognition, and it is not long before the child identifies a Pekinese as a
dog and an Alsatian as a dog. Now he is classifying not only by species but by breed within
the species . This, then, is what classification is all about . It is the identification of
similarities and differences, enabling one to group together things which are dissimilar.

‘function’ and 'type' in the chapter title. Put simply , the function relates to what the library
actually does for its users, while the type refers to broad classification that links libraries
having similar function . In this book we have kept this broad classification down to a
minimum number of types , namely , public libraries, academic libraries , Industrial/
commercial libraries and national libraries .

Some libraries may at first seem difficult to fit into this list of types: for example, a
community that is a branch of a public library but also serves library. Obviously it could fit
into the public or the academic classfi cation. In fact, it goes into both and fulfils the
functions of both, directing special services to the appropriate group of users. It is possible to
list the functions it provides for the general public aud those for the teacher and pupils — they
will probably show some differences.

The broad functilon that lies at the heart of almost all library services is the provision of
information and/or culturall materials. The proportion varies according to the aims and



objectives of the particular service. For example, the public library service might be said to
have a 40:60 split, while an industial library will be wholly information — based.

The factors that decide this chang balance relate directly to the reasons for the existence
of the service in the first place. Normally these reasons are embodied in a statement of policy
or a series of aims and runnige of the service. We often find that 'industrial’ libraries have
more clearly defined terms of reference than public libraries. To some extent this reflects the
environment in whish the library operates, ie the econ — omic world of industry where
information is costed as part of the overall price.

It is difficult to suppose, however,
that they had a close relationship, since she was many years younger than he
was and chronically ill with tuberculosis. A Ithough Poe wrote for various
newspapers and magazines during this time, making great strides in literary
criticism and developing his short — story style, he achieved no monetary
success.

His sensitive personality and a hereditary tendency to neurosis contributed
to a tragic mental decline; however, this only seems to have reinforced the
brilliaent imagery and fascinating morbidity that he achieved in his tales. Many
critics speculate that Poe also suffered from aicoholism and opium addiction.
The fantastical quality of his work earned him a devoted posthumous following
in France, but he was generally disparaged by his American contemporaries.

The main duties involved in cataloging and classifying books are fairly standard in any
library , including such tasks as establishing entry , descriptive cataloging , classification ,
establishing subject beadings and cross- references. In actual practice , libraries differ greatly
both in the quantity and kind of work assigned to catalogers or included as part of the total
duties of the catalog department. There are , however , several general factors that will
determine the cataloging procedures in any library . The library s objectives must be
considered , and these will vary depending on the type of library . The prime objectives of a
university library will place great emphasis on aid to researchers. In a public library , much
thought must be given to readers seeking self — instruction and recreational reading . Related
to this is the character of the library s clientele. Scholars in an academic library will demand
more elaborate information than will readers in a public or school library . the size of the
library will affect cataloging practice , since a large collection usually demands finer degrees
of bibliographic control.
